9 A 10-member committee tasked to investigate the June 11, 2012 communal violence in
10 Hohoe, Thursday presented its report to the Volta Regional Coordinating Council (VRCC).
11 Mr Justice Patrick Baayeh, a Ho High Court Judge who chaired the committee, said the
12 committee sat for 33 days and took evidence from 132 people.

13 He described the committee’s works as “tedious” and was hopeful the implementation of
14 its findings would bring lasting peace to the area.

15 Mr Henry Ametepe, Caretaker Minister for the Volta Region, commended the committee
16 for its commitment towards lasting peace in Hohoe.

17 He, however, lamented the death of the late Volta Regional Minister, Mr Henry Ford Kamel,
18 who he described as the “right person to receive the report” due to his commitment to the
19 peace process.

20 Mr Ametepe said the report would be forwarded to the President and assured that its

21 recommendations would be implemented for peace to prevail in the area.

22 Communal clashes broke out between the indigenes of Gbi and some youths from

23 Hohoe-Zongo, stemming from a misunderstanding of burial of an Imam and some other
24 related events after which the youths from Hohoe-Zongo allegedly mobilized to vandalise
25 the Palace of Togbega Gabusu VI, Paramount Chief of Gbi Traditional Area.

26
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Reprisal attacks from the Gbis led to the torching and destruction of Muslim businesses
leading to imposition of curfew.

Government on October 17, 2012 inaugurated the committee to investigate the
disturbances and alleged human rights abuses by security personnel among others.

The curfew has since been lifted.

Hohoe Traditional Council to impose strict residency conditions on Muslims returning after
last week’s deadly violence
The Gbi Traditional Council in Hohoe says Muslims who fled the Volta Region town in the
wake of last week’s deadly violence cannot return without first agreeing to a set of
conditions the council will impose on them.
The Council Tuesday announced it is setting up its own committee tasked with the
responsibility of formulating strict conditions based on which the Muslims will be allowed
back into the community.
The council issued its latest edict during a media interaction in Hohoe. Togbe Agyeman the
fifth spoke on behalf of the council.
“We are not entirely refusing to admit them in our community but their continuous staying
in our community would be under strict conditions. Abide by such conditions, we believe
they can live with us.”
Meanwhile, spokesperson for the Muslim community in Hohoe, Alhaji Ridwan Merega says
they will wait to be formally informed by the Gbi Traditional Council before reacting to the
suggested conditions.

21 The Volta Regional Security Council is yet to meet to consider the conditions set by the Gbi
22 Traditional Council demanding a public apology and a bond of good behavior to be renewed
23 every year.
24 These conditions were issued in the aftermath of the communal clashes between indigenes
25 of the community and the Zongo community in Hohoe last month.
26 The Gbi Traditional Council, as part of their requirements demanded that the Muslims
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1 appease the deity of the people of Hohoe, as well as the demolition of all Zongo houses
2 within 150 meters of River Adaa.
3 Even though the Muslims have complained about the severity of the conditions, the Gbi
4 Traditional Council insists the conditions are not harsh.
5 Speaking to Joy News The Regional Minister Henry Ford Kamel however insisted the
6 security council was yet to take a decision on the outlined conditions.
7 Mr Kamel also added that the government was making provision for the creation of an
8 independent committee to interrogate the communal clashes that led to loss of lives and
9 property.

8 The chiefs and elders of the Zongo Community in Hohoe have rendered an

9 'unqualified apology to Togbega Gabusu VI and his elders and the entire Gbi state' and
10 pleaded for forgiveness.
11 Their apology, which was contained in a letter and read by their spokesperson,
12 Alhassan lbn Battuta, noted that they were very sorry for the damages done to
13 Togbega Gabusu in person and the Gbi state as a whole on Monday, 11 th June 2012.
14 This came to light at the maiden face-to-face meeting between Togbega Gabusu and
15 the Gbi Traditional Council and the leaders of the Zongo community. The meeting is a
16 milestone in the area since violence broke in Hohoe over a month ago.
17 According to the letter, which was signed by the Zongo Chief or Sarkin Zongo, Alhaji
18 Tajudee Meiriga, the Zongo people pleaded profusely for forgiveness. The letter said,
19 'Having taken a sober reflection of the incident and its repercussions on the Gbi state,
20 we have realized the great harm done by the indiscretion of the Zongo community and
21 wish to ask for forgiveness from Togbega and his elders and the entire people of the
22 Gbi state.'
23 It stated, 'We know that no amount of words can pacify you but we plead that we are
24 forgiven out of magnanimity.' Alhaji Battuta concluded with an assurance that 'the
25 lessons learnt are enough to guide us in our future behavior' and therefore 'nothing of
26 this nature will come from us again'. He also expressed gratitude to all who had
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1 worked for peace to prevail.
2 In reaction, Togbega Gabusu acknowledged the apology but did not state emphatically
3 whether he had accepted that apology. He said, 'If they are apologizing for what they
4 themselves know that they have done, | have heard' but emphasized that justice
5 needed to prevail.
6 He quizzed that if he had 'gone’, would they be here today to apologize to him.
7 Togbega also mentioned that he did not know what the Zongo leaders claimed to have
8 done but said he had heard them. He said the Zongo community had lived with the
9 Gbis for over a 100 years and therefore during his reign, he had shown so much love
10 and care for them.
11 He noted that during his installation 23 years ago, he announced that anyone who
12 lived on any Gbi land for six months and wished the land well was qualified to be part
13 of the land. He said this showed the level of love and respect he had for the Zongo
14 community and all who came to live in Gbi.
15 He was therefore surprised and overwhelmed that a thing of this nature could happen.
16 He stressed that the Zongo community had taken his kindness for granted and
17 betrayed his trust and love for them.
18 He reiterated that the situation in Hohoe was not a religious conflict, thus it was not a
19 conflict between Gbis and Muslims, but a conflict between Gbis and the Zongo
20 community in Hohoe.
21 The Municipal Chief Executive and Chairperson of the Municipal Security Committee
22 (MISEC), Dr. Margaret Quarcoou, expressed excitement for the meeting and noted
23 that the apology and interaction was a major milestone for the peace process in the
24 area.
25 She added that the move was just the beginning. She noted that the smiles might not
26 be broad now; however more smiles and handshakes would follow by the end of the
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1 peace process. Dr. Quarcoou also pleaded to the media to be circumspect in their

2 reportage to encourage peace in Hohoe.

3 The Zongo community was led by its immediate landlords, the Gbi Bla, to meet the

4 paramount chief of the Gbi Traditional Area.

9 HOHOE: Mortal remains of Hohoe communal clashes buried
10 The mortal remains of two brothers, Pascal, 25, and Bright, 16, who were casualties of the
11 Hohoe communal clashes, have been laid to rest at the weekend.
12 The Butah brothers, natives of Gbi-Bla, suburb of Hohoe, died in crossfire when security
13 personnel fired into a crowd after missiles were allegedly hurled at their convoy during the
14 communal disturbances in the area in June, this year.
15 A third casualty, Mr Anthony Kumah Abiti, native of Wli in the Hohoe Municipality, who
16 survived the shot in the groin, is said to be recuperating after a surgery.
17 Preaching the sermon at the burial and memorial service at the Saint Augustine Parish,
18 Hohoe, Reverend Father Emmanuel Amedzi, Chaplain of Saint Paul’s Senior High School,
19 Denu, reminded the mourners that every step on earth was a journey to the Promised
20 Land, guaranteed through death. He said mankind reference to such events like accidents,
21 misfortunes and unexpected deaths but Christ who believes in God says “this is blessing.”
22 Rev Amedzi said the greatest tribute to the memory of the fallen heroes was living once
23 again in peace and harmony in the Municipality insisting that “When God counts our
24 iniquities, no one can withstand it.” “In spite of the anguish, grief and wailing, it is possible
25 to forgive and leave in peace,” reminding that “We are called into life’s patience, mutual
26 endurance, humility, kindness and love.”
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1 Right Rev Francis A. Lodonu, Catholic Bishop of Ho-Diocese appealed to Chiefs and elders to
2 assist in consoling their subjects, especially the youth on the unfortunate event to forgive
3 and make peace.
4 He said developments around the globe including Libya, Syria and Somalia started on a
5 smaller scale escalating into gargantuan gravity against mankind.
6 Bishop Lodonu pledged the Church would play its part in peace building measures but
7 justice must be reached. Government gave an amount of GH ¢ 20,000 towards the planning
8 and execution of the funeral, security and other exigencies.
9 Meanwhile, wailing youths and mourners besieged the family house and community centre
10 to pay their last respect to the fallen heroes amidst chants of war songs, dirges, and
11 borborbor music.
12 Even though the atmosphere was charged, it did not record any adverse incident as security
13 was beefed up to contain any eventuality. The next phase towards the maintenance of
14 peace and tranquility in the area would be the inauguration of fact-finding and mediation
15 committee to delve into the impasse and make recommendations to government.

13 Well, by now, we know the tragedy that has befallen the indigenes and people of the
14 Zongo community at Hohoe in the Volta Region, in particular, and Ghana as a whole.
15 According to the media, it all began when a person from a Zongo community at Hohoe
16 died at the Hohoe Hospital. It is said that some people from the Zongo community who
17 went to the hospital accused the hospital staff of neglect or negligence, and severely
18 assaulted them. Hospital property was also said to have been damaged.
19 It is said further that Paramount Chief of the Gbi Traditional Area, Togbega Gabusu VI,
20 became also angry at the assault and destruction, that he decreed that people of the
21 Zongo community would not be permitted to bury the corpse of anyone who died in the
22 community. It is said that a member of the assaulted hospital staff is a relative of the chief.
23 Unfortunately, not long after the decree, the Chief Imam of the Zongo community died. In
24 defiance of the decree, the people of the Zongo community carried out the burial.
25 The news of the following day was grim: the body of the Imam had been secretly exhumed
26 and the body taken elsewhere and deposited there.
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In turn, some infuriated members of the Zongo community allegedly went to the
Paramount Chief's palace and set the place on fire. They burnt two vehicles belonging to
the chief, took away regalia from the palace, hit the town and started assaulting the
people. The people are reported to have hit back.

People have not only been killed, but thousands have also fled to Jasikan and other places.
The National Chief Imam, Sheik Shehu Osuman Sharabutu, has considered the matter
serious enough to warrant his personal visit and intervention.

National Security has moved in. The political administration has not been idle, with Mr.
Ford Kamel, the Regional Minister, playing a conciliatory and moderating role. The
traditional rulers of the Volta Region have not been idle either. To top it all, there are
reports of the Volta Region Parliament Caucus planning to visit the region. Meanwhile, a
curfew has been imposed.

Obviously, the news from Hohoe does not make pleasant reading. Burning the palace was
a sacrilegious act, and so was the exhumation of the corpse of the local Imam. Of course,
the assault of the hospital staff, which appeared to have triggered the two acts of
sacrilege, must also be commended as lawless and irresponsible.

There is another point worth making as pointed out by Capt. George Mfojo (rtd), Chairman
of the Volta Caucus, the tragedy at Hohoe is not a religious war between Muslims and
Christians, or between and believers and practitioners of so-called traditional religion. We
should rather talk of a conflict between the indigenous people and the settlers in the
Zongo community.

There is no ethnic group called Muslims. After all, one can come across Ewes who are
Muslims, just as in the Zongo community, one can come across people who are
non-Muslims.

After all, the term "Zongo" is said to mean "The settlers' or strangers' quarter" in Hausa,

even if the hard fact is that you are more likely to meet many Muslims in our Zongos
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today.

No one should also attempt to read politics into the tragic events at Hohoe. Apparently,
the tragedy is also not about land, obviously not about chieftaincy or about ethnicity.
When it is all over, the Hohoe tragedy will leave deep scars of fear, suspicion and hatred.
Absolutely nothing should be done or said to exacerbate the tension. On the contrary,
every effort must be made to ensure that there will be no future occurrence.

While we pre-occupy ourselves with Hohoe, we should not overlook the murder that took
place at Ekumfi-Narkwa in the Central Region.

The reaction to the murder illustrates the dangers of baseless suspicion, stereotyping and
shallow thinking. The people rushed to the conclusion that the beheading of the family
head must have been carried out by the members of the Ewe community. Even more
unfortunately, the Central Regional Minister, Madam Ama Benyiwa-Doe, chose, rather
thoughtlessly, to read political meaning into it by saying that the murder was as a result of
the statement made by Mr. Kennedy Agyapong, the Assin North Member of Parliament.
As it has turned out, according to initial police report, it could be a simple case of murder
without any political or ethnic implications.

Meanwhile, death and destruction have followed in the wake of the murder. The tragedy
has occurred. Can we learn any lessons from that?

This country faces a terrible danger. We wrongly pride ourselves as peaceful people of a
peaceful country. Events prove again and again that the so-called peace is a very thin
veneer that easily scrapes off at the mere touch of the slightest trouble.

The record shows that we are ever-ready to pick up stones, sticks, bows and arrows, knives
and even guns to eliminate one another.

Again and again, we have shown how lawless we can be, no matter our ethnic group, our
religion, our region, our political affiliation, our social status, even the level of our

education.

17 The Hohoe Municipality was virtually turned into a war zone yesterday, when the palace of
18 the Paramount Chief of the Gbi Traditional area, Togbega Gabusu VI, and his two private
19 cars were set ablaze, following riotous behaviour by the youth, following a
20 misunderstanding between the indigenous Ewe community and settler Muslims of
21 northern extraction.
22 One person was allegedly shot dead after the Muslim youth in the town run riot, following
23 the exhumation of their Chief Imam's body, which was buried on Sunday. At the time of
24 going to press, the dead person had not been identified.
25 The Muslim community was reported to have disobeyed an earlier directive from the Gbi
26 Paramount Council to stay the burial of the Chief Imam, Alhaji Alhasan, until certain rituals
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were performed, but the orders of the Paramountcy were disobeyed. The Muslim
community went ahead to bury their Chief Imam on June, 10, 2012.

According to available information, members of one of the local Asafo groups allegedly
went to exhume the body of the Imam in the night, and deposited the body at a place in
town, popularly referred to as Sanko Lane.

Incensed by the turn of events, the Muslim youth, according to eye-witnesses, marched
with cutlasses and sticks to the palace of Togbega Gabusu, and burnt it down. Two cars,
belonging to the Chief, who is the former President of the Volta Regional House of Chiefs,
and which were parked at the palace, were also burnt down.

The attack provoked the people of the Gbi Traditional Area, who responded by attacking
members of the Muslim community at Hohoe Zongo and vandalizing properties belonging
to them. The intensity of the violence was exacerbated by the presence in town of various
'Asafo’ groups, and youth from all over the Gbi Traditional Area.

The seriousness of the situation at Hohoe compelled the Regional Security Council to issue
an order preventing the movement of persons from other parts of the country into the
Hohoe township.

Travelers were stopped at the last police barrier yesterday, and subjected to through
searches before being allowed to enter the township. Most visitors were stopped at at
Ve-Golokuati, as the youth and 'asofo groups mounted road blocks and subjected
passengers to thorough checks.

As we went to press last night, the Ministry had released an official statement announcing
a dusk to dawn curfew on the township.

"The Minister of the Interior," said the statement, "has on the advice of the Volta Regional
Security Council and by the Executive Instrument imposed a curfew on Hohoe township
and its surrounding areas, with effect from Monday, 11th June, 2012. The curfew hour is

from 6:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m."
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The statement, signed by Minister for the Interior, Mr. W.K. Aboah, said "Government
wishes to urge the chiefs, opinion leaders, the youth and people of the area to channel
their energies into ensuring the return of lasting peace to the area.

"Meanwhile, there is a ban on all persons in the Hohoe Township and its surrounding areas
from carrying arms, ammunition or any offensive weapon, and any person found with any

arms or ammunition will be arrested and prosecuted."

20 The statement, signed by Minister for the Interior, Mr. W.K. Aboah, said "Government
21 wishes to urge the chiefs, opinion leaders, the youth and people of the area to channel
22 their energies into ensuring the return of lasting peace to the area.
23 The National Chief Imam, Sheikh Nuru Shaributu, has launched a rather passionate appeal
24 to Muslims in the Volta Region, especially those in Hohoe to exercise restraint and tolerate
25 their brothers from other ethnic groups, following the escalation of violence in the
26 area. Chaos erupted in the Hohoe township following the exhumation of the body of the
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Chief Imam, Alhaji Alhassan. His exhumation sparked ethnic clashes between members of
the Zongo community and the indigenes with some Muslims blocking key roads amidst an
arson attack on the palace of the chief of Hohoe. Togbe Gabusu's palace was razed down
by the irate Muslims who demanded the exhumed body of their Chief Imam. Some
unknown persons exhumed the body of the Chief Imam of the Muslim community in area
after the Chief of Hohoe earlier prevented the Muslims in the community from burying the
Imam citing some indiscipline acts on the part of the Muslims. After several discussions
between the Chief of Hohoe and the Muslim community, the Muslims were allowed to
bury the Chief Imam. However, the anger of the muslim youth knew no bounds when they
realized on Monday that the body of their Chief Imam had been exhumed from his grave,
sparking demonstrations in the town. According to PeaceFM's Volta Regional
correspondent, Baba Adams, the Ewe indigenes then went on the rampage destroying
stalls and shops owned by the Zamarama people. An all-out attack ensued as the Zongo
community destroy some facilities at the Hohoe hospital and threatened to attack the
Agric Development Bank forcing the police to barricade the hospital. Residents of Peki
reportedly marshaled forces to come to the aid of their allies in Hohoe against the Zongo
community. As the day wore on, the clashes in the Hohoe municipality took a different
twist as it spilled over into residences leading to women and children fleeing the

area. Reports say several women most of them with their children packed their luggage
and stood by the road side waiting for the next available vehicle to escape the violence. As
events took a turn for the worse, military personnel from the 66 Artillery Regiment were
deployed in the area to maintain calm whiles investigations into the incident

commences. The Volta Regional Minister, Henry Ford Kamel, later paid a visit to the
township and held closed doors meetings with the Paramount Chief of the Hohoe
Traditional Area, Togbega Gabusu. Speaking to Shamima Muslim on Citi Eye Witness

News, the National Chief Imam expressed his condolence to the bereaved family and
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advised Ghanaians to exercise patience and also learn to live in peace and harmony
witheach other. Meanwhile, a dusk to dawn curfew has been imposed on Hohoe in the
Volta region following clashes. Chairman of the Regional Security Council (REGSEC), Henry
Ford Kamel, made the confirmation a short while ago. “We made the recommendation to
the Minister of Interior and National Security and that has been approved...It's appropriate
we take this action because the intelligence we are gathering is not very positive. We need
to save lives and property. The curfew is most appropriate intervention to assess the
situation so that the security can take full control to ensure everybody is safe...Security has
been beefed up in Hohoe. More policemen have arrived from Accra and have strategically
positioned themselves. We have had discussions with both sides and with the chief and his
elders. We have appealed to their sense of judgment,” Hon. Kamel told CitiFM. In a
related development, four people are reported to have died from clashes though their
deaths are yet to be independently confirmed by the Police and local authorities. One of
the victims, a 15 year old boy, was killed instantly after a stray bullet hit him in the head.

His body has been deposited at the Hohoe Hospital morgue.

10 Religious freedom is protected by law and largely respected in practice. While relations
11 between Ghana's Christian majority and Muslim minority are generally peaceful, Muslims
12 often report feeling politically and socially excluded, and there are few Muslims at the top
13 levels of government. Human rights groups have reported a high incidence of
14 exorcism-related physical abuse at Pentecostal prayer camps. Academic freedom is legally
15 guaranteed and upheld in practice.
16
17 Ghanaian courts have acted with increased autonomy, but corruption remains a problem.
18 Scarce resources compromise the judicial process, and poorly paid judges are tempted by
19 bribes. The Accra Fast Track High Court is specifically tasked with hearing corruption cases
20 involving former government officials, though some observers have raised doubts about
21 its impartiality and respect for due process. Prisons suffer from overcrowding and often
22 life-threatening conditions, and many prisoners experience lengthy pretrial detention. In
23 an attempt to reduce overcrowding, a new prison for 2,000 inmates received its first
24 prisoners in 2012.
25 Communal and ethnic violence occasionally flares in Ghana. In June 2012, violence erupted
26 in the Hohoe area of Ghana's Volta region between residents of Hohoe and youth from the
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1 Muslim Zongo community in response to the exhumation of the body of a local Muslim

2 imam. At least four people were killed and several thousand residents were displaced.

8 Almost a year after the communal clashes at Hohoe in the Volta Region, members of the

9 Zongo Community in the area have indicated that they still do not have a burial place for
10 their dead.
11 According to Citi News, Volta Regional correspondent, Macintosh Gratham, the Municipal
12 assembly has already been asked to find the Zongo community an alternative burial ground.
13 “It will be recorded that when the then vice president, John Dramani Mahama visited
14 Hohoe, he instructed the Hohoe municipal assembly to find an alternative burial ground for
15 the Zongo’s,” he said.
16 Gratham also reiterated the need for authorities to find a lasting solution to this problem in
17 order to avoid a confrontation in the near future.
18 “One year down the line, that directive has not yet been carried out my checks indicate
19 that, if action is not taken soon to calm down the tension, some people may take the law
20 into their hands again”.
21 Presently anybody who dies in their community is buried in neighboring Kpando.

12 The Gbi Traditional Council of Hohoe Municipality today held a media briefing on the
13 attitude of the zongo returnee.
14 Following the recent clash in the hohoe municipality, a huge percentage of the Zongo
15 Community fled to the neighboring village including, Jasika, kpando, Kejebi and
16 Worawora.
17 In October this year, when the president of Ghana, His Excellence John Mahama
18 visited Hohoe as part of his campaign tour, the Paramount Chief of the Gbi
19 Traditional area, Togbega Gabusu VI, had called for the return of the residents of the
20 Zongo community who fled the town during the clashes.
21 But, his call according to him is to prevent the led residents from being
22 disenfranchised in the upcoming elections.
23 However , the zongo community has started moving about with their normal
24 activities, such as selling and also resetting up their shops that were burnt during the
25 clashes. Unfortuhnately, some natives have already occupy some of the old business
26 places, thus leading to intimidating and misunderstanding between the zongo
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community and indigenes. Some members of the zongo communities then try to sack
the indigenes from their business places.

The Gbi traditional Council therefore held a media briefing today stating that, the
zongo community was asked to return home but not to their normal business places.
He said some the zongo community has committed a very great harm against the

Gbi state, they have attack the paramount chief's palace by burning his properties,
the regalia has also been stolen, the destroyed items have not yet been retrieved.

He said the Gbi traditional council is awaiting the reports therecent seven-member
committee set up by government to investigate into the matter, before they can allow
the zongo people to fully operate in the Gbi traditional area. He made mention of how
they have displace the Paramount chief because, there is no recognized place you

can meet the paramount chief and discuss important issues with him.

12 13. The Committee values the information and clarification given by the representative of
13 the State party in respect of the 1975 Evidence Decree (NRCD 323), which regulates the
14 taking of evidence in legal proceedings, and which renders inadmissible as evidence
15 statements made in the absence of “an independent witness approved by the person other
16 a police officer or a member of the Armed Forces”. However, the Committee is concerned
17 that the regulation does not refer explicitly to torture. It is also concerned at the lack of
18 information on decisions taken by the Ghanaian courts to refuse confessions obtained
19 under torture as evidence (art. 15).
20 The State party should ensure that legislation concerning evidence to be adduced in judicial
21 proceedings is brought in line with the provisions of article 15 of the Convention, so as to
22 explicitly exclude any evidence obtained as a result of torture.
23 The Committee requests the State party to submit information on the application of the
24 1975 Evidence Decree, and on whether any officials have been prosecuted and punished f
